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On the third day of the Consultation, the participants discussed recommendations for the different agencies and governments involved in the response to MTCT. Representatives of the UN agencies left the room during the discussion and came back to listen to the recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS FOR UN AGENCIES

Considering the severity of the HIV/AIDS epidemic and its progress in Latin America and the Caribbean, as well as the diversity and the common factors in the Region, the participants of the regional consultation on the use of communication for PMTI recommend:

· Strengthen the cooperation among countries to enable the exchange of experiences and information specific to the Region (studies, research, etc.) through the development of workshops, visits, research, documents, etc.

· That the agencies and international organizations facilitate the process of access to drugs and other inputs for the treatment and prevention of HIV/AIDS, in the region of Latin America and the Caribbean, utilizing resources such as common purchase of drugs, negotiations among countries, production of drugs, etc.

· Support the regional and local strategies that promote the respect of human rights, considering key aspects such as gender, poverty, children rights, etc.  

· Follow up on this meeting, so that it may be a continuous exchange of experiences.
