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1. General Emergency Situation Summary
· According to data from the National Meteorological Service and the Standing Committee of Contingencies (COPECO), Tropical Storm Felix has been losing strength and has become a tropical depression and continues to weaken.  The precipitation forecasts for Tegucigalpa did not occur and calm has returned to the capital.  
· The main issues are now concentrated in the northern area of the country. Due to today’s early morning precipitation, the levels of the Ulúa and Chamelecón rivers have increased and are overflowing and endangering the bordering communities. Therefore, COPECO has declared a RED ALERT for 72 hours in the municipalities of: Potrerillos, Pimienta, Villanueva, San Manuel, La Lima, Choloma, Puerto Cortés and the communities located in the lower parts of San Pedro Sula in the Department of Cortés; Tela, in Atlántida; El Progreso and Santa Rita, in Yoro and the Valley of Quimistán, Macuelizo, Petoa and San Marco, in Santa Bárbara.  
· From a medical standpoint, it is necessary to continue paying attention to developments in the areas that are being flooded because they have one of the higher population densities of the country.  
· The rest of the alerts decreed at a national level have been suspended. 
· With regards to the health network, there has only been a report of damage in a health center of the Department of Santa Bárbara. There are no reports of wounded or dead associated with the floods.  
· Brigades of the National Autonomous Service of Aqueducts and Sewer Systems (SAANA) are conducting a damage assessment of the water and sanitation systems.  
· To date, the preliminary report of COPECO of damage at the national level is the following:

2. Health Situation and Main Needs

· The Ministry of Health convened an informational and coordination meeting with international partners in order to discuss the general situation, actions taken in this phase and to plan other collaborative actions.
· The Ministry of Health and COPECO will conduct a joint damage assessment tomorrow in Mosquitia.

· The Ministry of Health in affected regions, in coordination with Municipal Emergency Committees (CODEM) is launching sanitation assistance in Shelters.

· It is foreseen that new needs could arise, especially in water and sanitation, due to the worsening of the situation by the overflowing of the Ulúa and Chamelecón rivers, in the department of Cortés.

4. PAHO/WHO Response Actions 
· The PAHO Representation in Honduras continues to have its Emergency Plan active. The regional response team specialists in LSS/SUMA and communications have been integrated in order to support the country.  
· A training in LSS/SUMA has been planned for personnel who manage the Ministry of Health warehouses.
· Permanent coordination is on-going with the UNDMT, the UNDAC team, and with the UNETE team.

· PAHO has supported the Ministry of Health in the delivery of chlorine and reagents in order to monitor water quality, using funds from the Spanish Agency for International Cooperation (AECI).
· PAHO is assisting in the purchase of emergency kits for 3,000 persons for three months, and 5,000 treatments for leptospirosis and diagnostic reagents.
· The Information Center continues to operate in PAHO, mirroring the information compiled by the Ministry of Health.
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
