PAHO facilitates chlorine supply from Brazilian Government

A gift of chlorine cylinders from the Brazilian Government was delivered to Guyana Water Incorporated in Georgetown last evening ( January 30) to assist in maintaining water quality for Guyanese consumers during the current flood.

The donation of chlorine was facilitated by the PAHO offices in Guyana and Brazil 

“It’s a very kind gesture and hugely appreciated’’, said GWI’S Managing Director, Andrew Barber.
The shipment of the disinfectant from neighbouring Brazil followed a request from the Guyana Government, and the 10, 050 pounds of the chemical is to be injected into the local potable water supply.
Local water authorities are apprehensive about flood waters seeping into pipe-lines and contaminating the water supply.

A PAHO official says that a ratio of 0.6 millimeter of chlorine to one litre of water is sufficient to disinfect the water supply.
