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Flooding in Guyana

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Some 80.000 to 100.000 people are still living in flooded areas
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The flood water is contaminated with garbage and the urine and excreta of both men and animals
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The areas that are still flooded are surrounded by higher roads that serve as dykes and keep the water inside the area. Drain channels are overgrown or blocked by garbage, thus challenging the constant drainage efforts.
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Health education to the people who are still living in the floods is crucial
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Carcasses of dogs lie by the side of the road
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Many people still wade through the floodwaters on bare feet. This is one of the main causes of the current leptospirosis outbreak
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PAHO gives technical assistance to the Guyanese Water Company with regard to the distribution of safe drinking water in the affected areas.
