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General guidelines for the work in groups
The document “Work plan for strengthening vital and health statistics of the countries of the Americas” presented for the work in groups aims to be a guideline for discussions. It organizes the conclusions of countries’ situation analyses, based on the information provided through the questionnaire. 

In the ANNEX document (“Proposal for Discussion”) a set of activities that are not necessarily ordered by priority or that are neither comprehensive nor exclusive to confront some of the issues identified in the analysis is suggested.
The above information will help to optimize the use of the limited time available for discussions during the meeting.

Country representatives have time to review, suggest and agree new activities and frame them in the context of what would delineate and orient the design of an International Plan for Strengthening Health Statistics for the countries of the Region of the Americas.

Each group will nominate a Coordinator for discussions and a Rapporteur for conclusions among country representatives.

PAHO focal points will work with their respective countries. AIS technical staff will also be distributed in the groups as observers and to collaborate with the Rapporteur.
