Line of Action

· Development of a Plan for strengthening of health statistics

· Coverage and quality of data

Line of Action

· There is a need for standardization for data in country

· To develop a guideline for coding morbidity

· Most countries use ICD 10 for hospital morbidity

· Fragmentation between primary care, out-patient clinic and hospital. It is hope to develop linkages

· There is a need to get the statistics from private institution to represent a true national figure. For the private sector in Suriname they receive information

· There is a need for mandatory regulation to include mandatory data from the private sector – maybe provide incentives to the private sector to get the information

Line of Action

· There is a need for training of staff with the analysis, presentation and dissemination of the data

· Strengthening of morbidity by developing standardization of data

· Training of doctors to write death certificate and discharge diagnoses – possibly an on-line course for physicians as a part of continuing education

· Standardization of the death certificate across the region

Line of Action

· PAHO assistance for the strengthening of morbidity data

· Training of coders

· There is need for feedback from the national level to the decentralize areas

· Improve the process of the utilization of data for decision-making

· To improve quality control at the point of service

Lines of Action

· To encourage the use of data at the local level

· To improve HIS – to provide an integrated health information system

· Strengthening of surveillance system

· Horizontal cooperation among the countries of the region through technical cooperation facilitated by PAHO 

Lines of Action

· Health resources need to be standardize

· High turn-over of staff needs to be reduce to strengthen health resources, for sustainability and continuity of quality health care data

· The human resource element needs to be address in the countries by government

· Strengthening of health resources – 

· Coordinating health resources through reforming quality, linking resources and activity, monitoring and evaluation and accountability

Lines of Action

· To gain buy-in from the policy makers through a conceptual framework for the importance of health information

· The need to collect disability statistics in a more formalize way to develop concepts and a standardize format across the region
