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UPDATE

Since the beginning of 2008, health authorities in Brazil
have reported over 43,000 cases of Dengue Fever in the
State of Rio de Janeiro, including 54 deaths. Around 50%
of the deaths are children under the age of 14.

The Ministry of Health (MoH) has already mobilized over
600 health professionals to assist in hospital activities in
the State of Rio de Janeiro. Additionally, 1700 military
personnel and 300 health inspectors from the National
Health Foundation of the MoH are assisting in vector
control activities.

Needs are currently being met by local and national
resources. PAHO will continue to monitor the situation.

ACTUALIZACION

Desde el principio de 2008, las autoridades sanitarias en
Brasil han notificado mas de 43.000 casos de dengue en
el estado de Rio de Janeiro, de los cuales 54 han
fallecido. Casi 50% de los fallecidos son nifios menores
de 14 afios.

El Ministerio de Salud ha movilizado a 660 profesionales
de la salud a los hospitales de Rio de Janeiro para
apoyar en diferentes actividades. Ademas, 1700
miembros del ejército y 300 inspectores de salud de
Funasa estan ayudando con el control de vectores.

Las necesidades estan siendo cubiertas con recursos del
pais. La OPS seguira vigilando la situacion.
