"As of June 17, 2011, 380 cases of
measles have been confirmed in the
province of Quebec, Canada, since the
beginning of the year 2011. Of the 380
cases, it is estimated that 78% (n=295
cases) were not immune (they either
received O doses of measles-containing
vaccine, had no proof of immunization,
were not eligible for immunization or
the information was unknown). As part
of the PAHO recommended strategies
to maintain measles and rubella
elimination, countries are encouraged to
provide a second opportunity for the
measles-rubella containing vaccine
(MR) through the implementation of
high quality follow up campaigns to
monitor and reduce the accumulation of
susceptibles, and in prevention of
importations and secondary cases
associated with imported cases".
