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Regional Technical Meeting on School Health Promotion:
Closing the Gap between Evidence and Action

Havana, Cuba March 31-April 1, 2010

MEETING SUMMARY
Regional Technical Meeting on Health Promotion in School, convened in Havana, Cuba on March 31 to April 1, 2010 with the objective to integrate partners committed to health promotion in schools.  

This meeting brought together 44 experts from 21 countries in Latin America and Caribbean English. Participants included representatives from the health and education ministries, academic institutions, NGOs and UN agencies such as UNICEF, UNESCO and PAHO. 

During the meeting, participants identified 10 priority areas of work for 2010-2011 in health promotion in schools in the Region of the Americas. The experts based their deliberations in the five areas of action as agreed at the meeting in Vancouver in 2007: Policy, Evidence, Implementation, Equity and Intersectoral and interagency partnerships. The meeting also established ten working groups to develop a joint Action Plan to promote dialogue and cooperation between the countries of the Region. 

The proposals made during the Regional Technical Meeting on School Health Promotion will strengthen the alliance of partners committed to the promotion of health in the school setting and to define a common working agenda. Through these clear priorities, partnership between the education, health and development can improve.
