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Preface

The Pan American Health Organization/World Health Organization (PAHO/WHO) and the Centers 

for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) have supported the Global Tobacco Surveillance Sys-

tem (GTSS) implementation in the Region of  the Americas for more than a decade.

The GTSS has been successfully implemented in the Americas Region and in more than 170 WHO 

Member States. This could not have happened without the partnership between WHO/PAHO, CDC 

and Ministries of  Health.  Surveillance is an important tool that has helped countries to curb the 

tobacco epidemic and advance the WHO FCTC implementation.

As one of  the components of  the GTSS, the Global Youth Tobacco Survey (GYTS) uses a 

standardized methodology and core questionnaire to survey representative samples of  students 

in grades associated with ages 13-15. It also includes data on prevalence of  cigarette and other 

tobacco products, exposure to secondhand smoke, attitudes and knowledge of  students towards 

smoking, school curriculum, media and advertising, access and availability to cigarettes and 

smoking cessation. The GYTS has been conducted in the Americas in collaboration with national 

authorities since 1999.

This brochure presents a selection of  findings from the GYTS that will help countries in designing 

appropriate and effective interventions for controlling tobacco use and exposure among youth, a 

population that has been constantly targeted by tobacco industry strategies. 

For this publication: Latin America includes Mexico, the Central American Isthmus, the Latin Caribbean, the Andean Area, 
Brazil, and the Southern Cone. Latin America and the Caribbean comprise Latin America and Non-Latin Caribbean. Brazil 
and Mexico are being shown separately due to their population size. Canada was not inlcuded because it is not part of the 
Global Tobacco Surveillance System.

Definitions of Indicators

Current Use of Any Tobacco Products:

Students who used any type of  tobacco products, smoked or smokeless, at least once in the past 30 days.

Current Cigarette Smoking:

Students who smoked manufacturated cigarettes on at least 1 day during the month preceding the survey.

Current Use of Tobacco Products Other than Cigarettes:

Students who used any type of  tobacco products including smokeless and smoking, except cigarettes.

Current Cigarette Smokers - 1-5 days, 6-19 days, more than 20 days

Students who smoked manufacturated cigarettes by specific number of  days in the last 30 days.                                             

Current Use of Smoked Tobacco Products Other than Cigarettes:

Students who used smoked tobacco products other than cigarettes during the past 30 days.

Current Use of Smokeless Tobacco Products:

Students who used smokeless products during the last 30 days.

Tobacco products classification

Smoked tobacco products: includes manufactured cigarettes, cigars, pipes, waterpipe (narguile, hooka, shi-

sha), hand roller, bidis, kreteks and any other form of  smoked tobacco.

Smokeless tobacco products: smokeless tobacco is tobacco that is not burned and can be chewed, applied 

or snuffed. Smokeless tobacco is also known as chewing tobacco, oral tobacco, spit or spitting tobacco, snuff, 

chimo, dip, chew and snus.

About the surveys
The surveys were conducted in different years for different countries between 2000-2010. Some countries 

have implemented the survey more than once. The information presented in this factsheet is the latest GYTS 

data available in each country/survey site.
