PAINTING HEALTH IN COLORS OF MEN AND WOMEN OF THE AMERICAS

The art competition “Painting health in colors of men and women of the Americas” is a space that seeks the active and joint participation of artists who live in the Americas, who will illustrate gender equity and ethnic groups in the sphere of action of health from their perspectives. 

Painting and drawing as tools for communication are important because they permit the sensitive manifestation of an idea. The act of representing the surrounding environment, or  recreating it to establish new associations continues to be a valuable component in the current world. Painting and drawing are excellent tools for communication, a space that promotes equality, and a space where creativity, initiative, and the imagination emerge as strategies for social change in our communities. 

We consider that this type of competition promotes motivation, thinking, emotions, and expectations of the population with regard to the health of men and women, not only in the Americas, but in the entire world. 

1. OBJECTIVE

To encourage the participation and creativity of artists of the Americas to reflect on actions of gender and ethnicity of the Pan American Health Organization. 

2. SUBJECT OF THE COMPETITION

The title of the competition is “PAINTING HEALTH IN COLORS OF MEN AND WOMEN OF THE AMERICAS”

The painting or drawing should refer to one or more of aspects gender and cultural equity in health. This means the equality of men and women to access, prevention, treatment, promotion, recovery, and contribution to health, including indigenous groups and populations of African descent in the Americas. 

3. PARTICIPANTS

Students, painters and people interested in art that come from the countries of the Americas can participate in this competition, regardless of gender, age, religion or ethnic group. UN staff can also participate excluding staff members of the Pan American Health Organization and their families.

4. ABOUT THE WORKS–Specific Requirements

1. Each participant can submit  one (1) work. 

2. The technique should be drawing or painting. 
3. The work cannot exceed 40 x 60 cm. 

4. Enclose registration form. 

5. Each work should have a title. 

5. WORK DELIVERY
There are two modalities to send the works. 

MODALITY 1

The original works can be sent by postal mail. 

We recommend to the participants that they adequately pack their piece of work in order to prevent damages. 

MODALITY 2

The works can be sent in digital format in a CD. The images should be in a high resolution.

4. Exhibition: 8 March, 2010, in the PAHO Headquarters in Washington, D.C. 

8.  JURY

The examining jury will be made up of the following people:

9. CRITERIA FOR QUALIFICATION

The criteria that will be applied in the competition are the following: 

· Creativity and originality - The creativity around the subject of the competition will be taken into account. 

· Message and meaning -  The positive messages significant to gender equity and ethnic equality in health will be taken into account. Each drawing or painting should have a title. 

· Representation of its culture and values - It is important to appreciate the local, and/or regional culture and social values of the environment. 

The score per each item will be between 0 to 10 points, creating a maximum total of 30 points. 

10. AWARDS (in American dollars)

1st Post

$1,000.00 and diploma

2nd Post

$600.00 and diploma

3rd Post

$400.00 and diploma

The awards will be sent to the winners in their countries through the PAHO/WHO Representative Office.
