* On 24 October, the Guatemala IHR Naitonal Focal Point provided an update indicating that there were 15 laboratory-confirmed cases of microcephaly associated with Zika virus infection. They have explained that the retraction of two cases is due to an
erroneous information posted by the Ministry of Health were two of the mothers who tested positive for Zika virus had been included in the total count; but no samples were obtained of the two infants with microcephaly. For this reason, the total was
changed by Guatemala to 15.
