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WEEKLY SUMMARY (ENGLISH)

North America: During epidemiological week (EW) 49, influenza activity started to increase in the sub-region. In Canada,
influenza A(H3N2) was the most common influenza virus circulating while in the Unites States influenza B/Victoria viruses
predominated. In Mexico, influenza A(H3N2) and influenza A(HIN1)pdmO09 viruses co-circulating.

Caribbean: Influenza activity increased in some countries of the sub-region. In Aruba influenza activity increased with
influenza B viruses predominating and influenza A(H1IN1)pdmQ9 co-circulating; SARI cases were at low levels. In Cuba
influenza activity continues to increase with influenza B viruses predominance; SARI cases increased but remained below
levels observed in previous seasons for the same period. Influenza activity continues to increase in Jamaica with influenza
A(H3N2) virus predominance and influenza A(HIN1)pdmQ9 virus co-circulating; SARI cases were at low levels.

Central America: Influenza activity started to decrease in the subregion and SARI cases among all hospitalizations were
at low levels.

Andean: Overall, influenza and other respiratory viruses activity remained low in the sub-region. In Ecuador, influenza
activity started to increase with influenza A(HIN1)pdmO9 viruses predominating.

Brazil and Southern Cone: Influenza activity continued at inter seasonal levels in the subregion.
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RESUMEN SEMANAL (ESPANOL)

América del Norte: durante la semana epidemioldgica (SE) 49, la actividad de influenza comenzé a aumentar en la

subregion. En Canadd, influenza A(H3N2) es el virus mas comun que circula, mientras que en los Estados Unidos

predominan los virus influenza B-Victoria. En México, los virus influenza A(H3N2) e influenza A(HIN1)pdmO9 circularon
concurrentemente.

Caribe: la actividad de influenza aumentd en algunos paises de la subregion. En Aruba, la actividad de influenza aumenté
con el predominio de influenza By la circulacion concurrente de influenza A(H1IN1)pdmO09; los casos de IRAG estuvieron
en niveles bajos. En Cuba, la actividad de influenza continla aumentada con el predominio de influenza B; los casos de
IRAG aumentaron, pero se mantuvieron por debajo de los niveles observados en temporadas anteriores durante el
mismo periodo. La actividad de influenza continlda elevada en Jamaica con el predominio de influenza A(H3N2) y la
circulacién concurrente del virus influenza A(HIN1)pdmO9; los casos de IRAG estuvieron en niveles bajos.

América Central: la actividad de influenza comenzo a disminuir en la subregion. Los casos de IRAG entre todas las
hospitalizaciones estuvieron en niveles bajos.

Andina: en general la actividad de influenza y otros virus respiratorios se mantuvo baja en la subregion. En Ecuador, la
actividad de influenza comenzd a aumentar con la circulacion predominante de influenza A(HIN1)pdmOQ9.

Brasil y Cono Sur: la actividad de influenza se ubicd en niveles inter estacionales en la subregion.

During EW 49, at the national level, influenza activity continues to increase. Influenza detections increased in comparison
to previous weeks with influenza A virus predominance this week and co-circulation of influenza B virus (Graph 1). In this
week, of reporting regions, 24% reported a localized level of activity and 76% sporadic activity (Graph 2). In EW 49, the
percentage of visits to healthcare professionals due to ILI (1.3%) was slightly below the average for this time of year
(1.5%) (Graph 3). During EW 49, 24 pediatric laboratory-confirmed influenza-associated hospitalizations were reported,
slightly above the average (22) for this week over the previous five seasons (Graph 4). To date this season, 24
hospitalizations, no ICU admissions and less than 5 deaths were reported among adults (> 16 years) with laboratory-
confirmed influenza. / En la SE 49, a nivel nacional, la actividad de influenza continla aumentando. Las detecciones de
influenza aumentaron en comparacion con las semanas anteriores con el predominio del virus influenza Ay la circulaciéon
concurrente de influenza B esta semana (Grafico 1). En esta semana, de las regiones informantes, el 24% informd un
nivel de actividad localizado y el 76% actividad esporddica (Gréfico 2). En la SE 49, el porcentaje de visitas a profesionales
de la salud debido a una ETI (1,3%) estuvo ligeramente por debajo del promedio para esta época del afio (1,5%) (Grafico
3). Durante la SE 49, se informaron 24 hospitalizaciones pediatricas asociadas a influenza confirmadas por laboratorio,
ligeramente por encima del promedio (22) de esta semana en las cinco temporadas anteriores (Grafico 4). Hasta la fecha
en esta temporada, se informaron 24 hospitalizaciones, ningin ingreso a la UCl y menos de 5 muertes entre adultos (=
16 afios) con influenza confirmada por laboratorio.

During EW 49, influenza detections decreased in comparison to the previous week with influenza B/Victoria the most
common influenza virus identified; influenza A(HIN1)pdmQ9 and Influenza A(H3N2) viruses co-circulated (Graph 1). In
EW 49, the number of jurisdictions with high ILI activity decreased from 13 to 12 (Alabama, Arkansas, Georgia,
Mississippi, Nebraska, New Mexico, Puerto Rico, South Carolina, Tennessee, Texas, Virginia, and Washington). New
York City and 11 states experienced a moderate ILI activity (Arizona, Colorado, Connecticut, Hawaii, Kentucky,
Maryland, Minnesota, Nevada, New Jersey, Oklahoma, and Oregon). The District of Columbia and the rest of the states
experienced low or minimal activity (Graph 2). Influenza-like illness activity was lower than the previous week, and was
above the national baseline (2.4%) at a level of 3.2% of patients visits (Graph 3). The highest rate of hospitalization was
among adults aged =65 years (9.4 per 100,000 pop) followed by children aged 0-4 years (7.5 per 100,000 pop) (Graph
4). In EW 48, 5.0% of reported deaths were due to pneumonia and influenza; this percentage is below the epidemic
threshold of 6.5% for EW 48 (Graph 5). / En la SE 49, las detecciones de influenza disminuyeron en comparacion con la
semana anterior con el virus influenza B/Victoria, el virus de influenza mas comun identificado; los virus influenza
A(HIN1)pdmO09 e influenza A(H3N2) circularon concurrentemente (Grafico 1). No se informaron detecciones de VRS
esta semana (Grafico 2). En la SE 49, el numero de jurisdicciones con alta actividad de ETI disminuyd de 13 a 12
(Alabama, Arkansas, Georgia, Mississippi, Nebraska, Nuevo México, Puerto Rico, Carolina del Sur, Tennessee, Texas,
Virginia y Washington). La ciudad de Nueva York y 11 estados experimentaron una actividad moderada de ETI (Arizona,
Colorado, Connecticut, Hawai, Kentucky, Maryland, Minnesota, Nevada, Nueva Jersey, Oklahoma y Oregdn). El Distrito
de Columbia y el resto de los estados experimentaron una actividad baja o minima (Grafico 2). La actividad de la
enfermedad similar a la influenza fue menor que la semana anterior y estuvo por encima de la linea de base nacional
(2,4%) a un nivel del 3,2% de las visitas de los pacientes (Grafico 3). La tasa mas alta de hospitalizacion fue entre adultos
de 265 afios (9,4 por 100.000 habitantes) seguido de nifios de 0 a 4 afios (7,5 por 100.000 habitantes) (Grafico 4). En la
SE 48, el 5,0% de las muertes reportadas se debieron a neumonia e influenza; este porcentaje esta por debajo del
umbral epidémico del 6,5% para la SE 48 (Grafico 5).

During EW 49, influenza detections decreased slightly in comparison to the previous week with influenza A(H3N2)
predominance and influenza A(H1N1)pdmOQ9 viruses co-circulating (Graphs 1, 2 and 3). RSV detections decreased in
comparison to the previous week with few RSV detections reported (Graph 2). As of EW 49, 548 influenza-associated
SARI/ILI cumulative cases were reported with 18 SARI/ILI influenza-related cumulative deaths (Graphs 4 and 5). / En
la SE 49, las detecciones de influenza disminuyeron minimamente en comparacién con la semana anterior con el
predominio de influenza A(H3N2) y los virus influenza A (HIN1)pdmO9 circulando concurrentemente (Graficos 1, 2
y 3). Las detecciones de VRS disminuyeron en comparacion con la semana anterior con pocas detecciones de VRS
reportadas (Grafico 2). Hasta la SE 49, se notificaron 548 casos acumulados de IRAG / ETl asociados a influenza con
18 muertes acumuladas relacionadas con influenza IRAG / ETI (Gréficos 4 y 5).

e In Aruba, during EWs 47-48 influenza activity increased with influenza B predominance and influenza A(H1N1)pdmO09
viruses co-circulating. No influenza detections were reported this week (Graph 1). Few detections of RSV were
reported (three samples) (Graphs 2 & 3). The number of SARI cases decreased in comparison to previous weeks and
was below the seasonal threshold (Graph 4). / En Aruba, durante las SE 47-48, |a actividad de influenza aumentd con
predominio de los virus influenza B y la circulacién concurrente de los virus influenza A(HIN1)pdmQ9.

Since EW 39, the number of influenza detections trended upward with 35% positivity during EW 49 and influenza
B viruses predominance; influenza percent positivity increased in comparison to the previous week and continued
at a moderate level of activity but increasing (Graph 1 and 3). In recent weeks RSV percent positivity has decreased
in comparison to previous weeks.

During EW 49, no influenza detections were reported with influenza B/Victoria viruses detected in recent weeks
(Graphs 1 and 3). In EW 49 few (one sample) RSV detections were reported (Graph 2). During EW 47, the number
of SARI cases decreased in comparison to previous weeks and was at interseasonal levels (Graph 4). / En la SE 49,
no se reportaron detecciones de influenza (Graficos 1 y 3). En la SE 49 se reportaron pocas detecciones (una
muestra) de VRS (Gréfico 2). En la SE 47, el nimero de casos de IRAG disminuyd en comparacion con las semanas
previas y se ubico en niveles interestacionales (Grafico 4).
