WEEKLY SUMMARY (ENGLISH)

North America: Influenza activity continued low in the subregion and SARS-CoV-2 activity continued elevated in Canada,
Mexico and the United States.

Caribbean: Influenza and other respiratory virus activity remained low. In Jamaica, SARS-CoV-2 activity remained at
moderate levels, while SARI activity continued to increase.

Central America: Influenza activity remained low. SARS-CoV-2 activity continued at elevated levels in Costa Rica,
Guatemala, and Honduras.

Andean: Influenza activity remained low. In Bolivia, SARS-CoV-2 activity continued at moderate levels but decreasing,
whereas in Colombia activity started to increase, and in Ecuador activity continued elevated.

Brazil and Southern Cone: Influenza activity remained low, however SARS-CoV-2 continued at moderate to elevated levels,
with an increase reported in most countries. In Argentina and Uruguay, SARS-CoV-2 activity remained moderate, whereas
in Chile and Paraguay, SARS-CoV-2 activity remained elevated.

Global: Despite continued or even increased testing for influenza in some countries, influenza activity remained at
lower levels than expected for this time of the year.

During EW 13, 2021, the public health laboratory network (Graph 1) reported circulation of influenza A virus
detections, with predominance of influenza A viruses in previous weeks. During 2021, overall, the percentage of
outpatient visits for influenza-like illness (ILI) (1.0%) remained below the national baseline (2.6%) and below the
average of 2009-20 seasons (Graph 2). As of April 3, 2021, a total of 215 laboratory-confirmed influenza-associated
hospitalizations were reported by the Influenza Hospitalizations Surveillance Network (FluSurv-Net). In EW 13,
11.4% of the reported deaths were due to pneumonia, influenza, and COVID-19, above the epidemic threshold for
EW 12 (7%) (Graph 3). As of March 2021, there was a decreasing trend in laboratory-confirmed COVID-19-
associated hospitalizations (Graph 4). / Durante la SE 13 de 2021, la red de laboratorios de salud publica (Gréafico

(Graphs 1 and 3). In EW 13, no respiratory syncytial virus (RSV) detections were reported. In EW 13, SARS-CoV-2
activity and percent positivity increased to elevated levels (80.6%), as 29 samples tested positive from the 36
tested. (Graphs 2 and 4). The number of ILI visits began to decrease to the average level of previous seasons (Graph
5). The number of SARI cases decreased compared to previous weeks (Graph 6). / Durante la SE 13, no se
notificaron detecciones de influenza, y la actividad de la influenza se mantiene por debajo de la curva epidémica
promedio (Graficos 1y 3). En la SE 13, se notificaron pocas detecciones de virus respiratorio sincitial (VRS). En la
SE 13, la actividad de SARS-CoV-2 y el porcentaje de positivos aumentaron a niveles elevados (80,6%), siendo que
29 muestras resultaron positivas de las 36 testeadas (Graficos 2 y 4).

e In EW 13, no influenza virus detections were reported; the positivity percentage continued below baseline levels
(Graphs 1 and 3). No respiratory syncytial virus (RSV) detections have been reported in 2021. At the national level,
SARS-CoV-2 detections, and percent positivity (26.9%) continued to increase compared to levels reported in recent
weeks (Graph 2). With sentinel surveillance, the number of SARI cases/100 hospitalizations continued to increase
but remained at expected levels (Graph 4). / En la SE 13, no se notificaron detecciones de influenza; el porcentaje de
positividad continud por debajo de los niveles basales (Graficos 1y 3). No se han notificado detecciones del virus
respiratorio sincitial en 2021.
