Washington, D.C. June 21, 2021 
(PAHO) – Pan American Health 
Organization (PAHO) Director Ca-
rissa F. Etienne reported today that 
1,857,523 people have died from 
COVID-19 in the Americas while 
the region has suffered an “unprec-
edented rise in poverty.”

“These have been extremely diffi-
cult times as we have had to grap-
ple with the world’s worst health 
crisis in 100 years,” Dr. Etienne 
said during opening remarks to the 
168th Session of PAHO’s Exec-
utive Committee, adding that the 
“spirit of unity” and “Pan American-

ism” have allowed PAHO and its 
member countries to “surmount the 
many challenges presented by this 
pandemic, meeting them fearlessly 
and with much hope.”

The Executive Committee is 
composed of nine Member States 
of PAHO. Its 168th session takes 
place June 21 to 25, and will exam-
ine a wide range of issues, includ-
ing a roadmap to digital transfor-
mation of health and an approach 
for the human-animal-environment 
health interface, also known as 
“One Health.”

Other topics include reinvigorating 
immunization as a public good for 
universal health; increasing pro-
duction capacity for essential medi-
cines and health technologies 

in the Region; and building resil-
ient health systems to underpin 
the post-COVID-19 recovery and 
protect the region’s public health 
gains.

Citing the International Labour Or-
ganization, Dr. Etienne said Latin 
America and the Caribbean have 
lost 26 million jobs as a result of 
the pandemic. Citing the Economic 
Commission for Latin America and 
the Caribbean-ECLAC, she said 
the number of poor people in the 
region had risen to 209 million by 
the end of 2020 - Read more...

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Germany donates 924,000 medical masks to Barbados and the Eastern 
Caribbean Countries
Bridgetown, Barbados June 23, 2021 (PAHO) - On 
June 22, 2021, two containers with a shipment of 
924,000 medical masks, a donation from the Feder-
al Republic of Germany arrived at the PAHO/WHO 
Barbados Office for distribution to Barbados and the 
Eastern Caribbean Countries to support covid-19 
efforts.

The delivery is part of Germany’s donation of 250 
million masks worth USD 327 million to the World 
Health Organization (WHO) for distribution to the 
countries hardest hit by Covid-19. The PAHO/WHO 
office for Barbados and the Eastern Caribbean Coun-
tries will allocate the 924,000 masks to the Eastern 
Caribbean countries according to their needs. 

In a handover ceremony which took place on June 
23, 2021, Dr. Yitades Gebre, PAHO/WHO Represen-
tative for Barbados and the Eastern Caribbean coun-
tries expressed gratitute for the donation.  He said, 
"This generous donation facilitated by Germany will 
greatly expand the current public health and social 
measures, and enhance preparedness to address 
health emergencies. Sincere appreciation to the 
Government of Germany for providing this life sav-
ing tools for the people of Barbados and the Eastern 
Caribbean Countries."

German Honorary Consul to Barbados, Mr. Andreas 
Kusay said, "The donation is not only a provision of 
humanitarian aid in times of crisis but also an ac-
knowledgement of the long-standing friendship and 
diplomatic relations between the region and German. 
500,000 of these masks will go to Barbados.  There 
is ample scientific evidence that medical masks and 

KN95 masks play a critical role in preventing the 
covid-19 infection."

On behalf of Senator the Hon. Jerome Walcott, 
Minister of Foreign Affairs and Trade in Barbados, 
Ms. Trecia King also expressed appreciation of the 
donation of masks.  She said "Barbados and Ger-
many have long endured close relations for fifty-four 
(54) years and have cooperated in a number of areas 
over the years.  Barbados attaches great importance 
to the relationship with Germany and considers Ger-
many to be a true friend."

In accepting the masks from German Consul Mr. 
Kusay, Lt. Col. Hon. Jeffery Bostic acknowledged ap-
preciation on behalf of the Prime Minister and people 
of Barbados.  He said, "Over the last several months 
I came to the realization and understanding as to 
how important it is to wear a mask in fighting this vi-
rus.  The donation of masks by the Federal Republic 
of Germany will go a long way towards helping us in 
continuing with this fight."

The mask donation is only one part of Germany’s 
efforts to fight the Covid-19 pandemic globally. The 
country has committed to provide a total of USD 2.63 
billion to support the Access to Covid-19 Tools Accel-
erator, the global collaboration to accelerate the
development, production and equitable access to 
new COVID-19 diagnostics, therapeutics and vac-
cines, including the COVAX scheme, making Germa-
ny the second largest donor. In addition, the country 
will donate 30 million vaccine doses for poorer
countries by the end of the year.
