North America: Influenza activity remained low in the subregion.SARS-CoV-2 activity continue elevated in Canada, Mexico
and the United States with a decreasing trend recorded.

Caribbean: Influenza and other respiratory virus activity remained low overall. In Haiti, SARS-CoV-2 activity continue at
moderate levels, but the cases increased slightly in recent weeks. In Jamaica, SARS-CoV-2 activity continued elevated and
increasing.

Central America: Influenza and other respiratory virus activity remained low in the subregion and SARS-CoV-2 activity

continue at moderate levels overall

Andean: Influenza and other respiratory virus activity remained low overall. In Bolivia, SARS-CoV-2 activity continue
elevated but decreasing. In Ecuador, and in Peru, SARS-CoV-2 activity continued elevated.

Brazil and Southern Cone: Influenza and other respiratory virus activity remained low. In Argentina, and in Chile SARS-CoV-
2 activity continue at moderate levels and in Brazil, Paraguay, and Uruguay, SARS-CoV-2 activity continue elevated and
increasing.

e InEW 8, 2021, no influenza detections were recorded with influenza A-not subtyped and B circulating in previous
weeks. (Graph 1). Few respiratory syncytial virus (RSV) detections were reported in recent weeks. RSV activity
continued low with co-circulation of other respiratory viruses, including Rinovirus. SARS-CoV-2 percent positive
remained at similar levels to the previous week at 2.9% (Graph 2). For EW 8, out of 733 368 persons tested for
SARS-CoV-2, 21 037 (2.9%) were positive; similar percentage to that recorded in the last week. The three provinces
with the highest number of COVID-19 cases recorded were Ontario, Quebec, and Alberta (Graph 3). The percentage
of visits to healthcare professionals due to ILI remained below the average for this time of year and lower compared
to previous seasons (Graph 4). During EW 8, no pediatric influenza-associated hospitalizations/deaths were
reported; surveillance of adult influenza hospitalizations and deaths has not begun. / En la SE 8 de 2021, no se
registraron detecciones de influenza con la circulacién del virus influenza A- nonsubtificado y B en las semanas
pasadas.

During EW 8, 2021, the public health laboratory network (Graph 1) reported circulation of influenza A and B virus
detections, with predominance of influenza A viruses in previous weeks. During 2021, overall, the percentage of
outpatient visits for influenza-like illness (ILI) (0.9%) remained below the national baseline (2.6%) and below the
average of 2009-20 seasons (Graph 2). Between October 1, 2020 and February 27, 2021, a total of 193 laboratory-
confirmed influenza-associated hospitalizations were reported by the Influenza Hospitalizations Surveillance
Network (FluSurv-Net). In EW 7, 16.4% of the reported deaths were due to pneumonia, influenza, and COVID-19,
above the epidemic threshold for EW 8 (>7%) (Graph 3). As of March 2021, there was a decreasing trend in
laboratory-confirmed COVID-19-associated hospitalizations (Graph 4). / Durante la SE 8 de 2021, la red de
laboratorios de salud publica (Grafico 1) reportd la circulacion concurrente de detecciones de virus influenza Ay
B, con predominio del virus influenza A en las semanas pasadas.

During EW 8, 2021, no influenza detections were reported. Influenza and RSV activity remained at low levels
(Graphs 1 and 3). As of EW 8, low RSV or other respiratory virus detections were reported in previous weeks.
SARS-CoV-2 percent positivity (23.3%) decreased compared to the previous week (Graph 2). Few SARI/ILI cases
have been reported this week. No SARI/ILI deaths were recorded in EW 8 (Graphs 4 and 5). Mexico City, Mexico
State, and Guanajuato were the three jurisdictions with the highest cumulative number of laboratory-confirmed
SARS-CoV-2 cases. / Durante la SE 8 de 2021, no se notificaron detecciones de influenza.

e In EW 8, no influenza virus detections were reported; the positivity percentage continued below baseline levels
(Graphs 1 and 3). No respiratory syncytial virus (RSV) detections have been reported in 2021. At the national level,
SARS-CoV-2 detections, and percent positivity (20.6%) has slightly increased and remained elevated in recent weeks
(Graph 2). Based on sentinel surveillance, the number of SARI cases / 100 hospitalizations decreased below the
average epidemic curve compared to the average number / 100 hospitalizations of previous seasons (Graph 4). / En
la SE 8, no se notificaron detecciones de influenza; el porcentaje de positividad continué por debajo de los niveles
basales (Graficos 1y 3).
