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Measles virus continues to circulate
in 38 European countries, resulting
in a total of 7,028 cases this year
(up to 6 May 2011). The age group
most affected by these outbreaks
are persons aged <20 years. As
part of the rubella and congenital
rubella syndrome elimination
initiative, countries of the Americas
implemented wide-spread
vaccination of adolescents and
young adults (“speed-up”
campaigns) with measles-rubella
(MR) vaccine, contributing to the
significant reduction of measles
susceptibles in this age group.
