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WEEKLY SUMMARY (ENGLISH)

North America: Overall, influenza and other respiratory virus activity slightly increased in North America. Influenza A(H3N2) and
influenza B co-circulated in the region, but with low detections reported.
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Caribbean: Low influenza and other respiratory virus activity and moderate RSV activity were reported throughout most of the
sub-region. In Cuba and Jamaica, SARI activity continued in recent weeks.

Central America: Epidemiological indicators remained at moderate levels and increased influenza and RSV circulation were
reported. In_ Nicaragua, El Salvador, Costa Rica and Guatemala SARI-associated hospitalizations remained slightly decreasing from
recent weeks, with persistent RSV activity.

Andean Region: Overall influenza and other respiratory virus activity remained low. Moderate RSV activity and SARI-related
hospitalizations with co-circulation of influenza A(H3N2) and B continued in Colombia.

Brazil and Southern Cone: Influenza levels trended downward and at seasonal levels, throughout most of the sub-region. Overall
ILI and SARI activity continued to decrease, with influenza A(H3N2) predominating. RSV activity remained at moderate levels in
Argentina, Brazil, Chile and Uruguay.

Global: Declining levels of influenza activity were reported in the temperate zone of the southern hemisphere and in some
countries of South and South East Asia. In Central America and the Caribbean, low influenza activity was reported in a few
countries. Influenza activity remained at low levels in the temperate zone of the northern hemisphere. Worldwide, influenza
A(H3N2) and B viruses accounted for the majority of influenza detections.

Declining levels of influenza activity were reported in the temperate zone of the southern hemisphere and in some
countries of South and South East Asia. In Central America and the Caribbean, low influenza activity was reported
in a few countries. Influenza activity remained at low levels in the temperate zone of the northern hemisphere.
Worldwide, influenza A(H3N2) and B viruses accounted for the majority of influenza detections. /

National Influenza Centres (NICs) and other national influenza laboratories from 73 countries, areas or territories
reported data to FluNet for the time period from 02 October to 15 October 2017. The WHO GISRS laboratories
tested more than 84,217 specimens during that time period. 4,193 were positive for influenza viruses, of which
3,269 (78%) were typed as influenza A and 924 (22%) as influenza B. Of the sub-typed influenza A viruses, 2,022
(79.4%) were influenza A(H3N2) and 524 (20.6%) were influenza A(HLN1)pdmO09. Of the characterized B viruses,
234 (71.8%) belonged to the B-Yamagata lineage and 92 (28.2%) to the B-Victoria lineage. / Los Centros
Nacionales de Influenza (NICs) y otros laboratorios nacionales de influenza de 85 paises, areas o territorios,
reportaron datos a FluNet en el periodo del 2 de octubre a 15 de octubre de 2017.
