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Suggested questions for the ongoing conversation assessing a woman's safety:
· How is your relationship? What happens when you argue?
· What happens when he gets angry?
· How safe do you feel?
· Are you afraid of your partner?
· Sometimes partners use physical force. Is this happening to you?
· Has your partner ever physically threatened or hurt you?
· [bookmark: _GoBack]How do you feel about going home today?
· Have you ever been threatened by a weapon?
· Has the violence been escalating?

The following are elements of a safety plan and questions you can ask her to help make a plan:

	Financial 
	Do you have access to money if you need to leave?

	
	Where is it kept? Can you get it in an emergency?

	Support of someone close by
	Is there anyone nearby you feel could be helpful?
